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The purpose of this document is to provide some detail for a change that will occur in the Web IEP when the new IDEA application is released in July of 2013.  This content has been reviewed and approved by Department of Education personnel. 

IEP Validation

Validation is a new electronic term, replacing the previous electronic term ‘Implement’.

Current Situation

Data for student, plan, service and eligibility exists in two systems: the Web IEP and IMS.

Throughout the majority of the AEAs, IEPs are ‘Submitted’ by IEP Team members, ‘Reviewed’ by AEA supervisory staff and ‘Implemented’ by IMS staff.  When an IEP is found to have incomplete data or data that don’t meet a specific business rules, the IEP is ‘Returned to Author’ and the review process begins anew.

After the IEP status becomes ‘IMP’, IMS staff persons enter the IMSIEP data from the Web IEP IMS Data Summary.  This creates a new (or update current) IMS student, plan, service and eligibility data.  This data entry process turns the unofficial IEP data into official IMS data.


2013 Change

Data for student, plan, service and eligibility will exist in one system: Web IDEA.  

Generally speaking, IEP Teams will create student, plan, service and eligibility data, while IMS staff will ‘validate’ IEP Team generated data.  This process of ‘Validation’ will replace the previous review step referred to as ‘Implement’.

The review process will be similar, but with some new terms.  ‘Submit’ is replaced by ‘Ready to Validate’ as the first step of review.  Of course, at all levels of review, the document can be returned to the IEP Team for addition or correction.  The final step, ‘Validation’ will be performed within the IMS application, while the initial steps of review are completed within the IEP application.

The validation step will pull up the required IEP data onto a screen similar to the current IMS Data Summary.  When an IEP is successfully ‘validated’, the data becomes official.  An archive is created that night to permanently store the document for future reference.

The time consuming task of entering IEP data into the IMS system will be significantly reduced.  The final scrutiny of the data by the IMS staff during the ‘Validation’ step will remain a critical component needed to produce accurate data for state and federal reporting.

Validate is a new electronic permission for IMS staff only.   
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
