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The purpose of this document is to provide some detail for a change that will occur in the Web IEP when the new IDEA application is released in July of 2013.  This content has been reviewed and approved by Department of Education personnel. 

Moved-In from another state with a current IEP

Current Situation

Move-in students are allowed in the web IEP and the first IEP for these students must be an Annual Review or a Reevaluation.  Initial IEPs are not allowed.


2013 Change

In situation where a student has been found eligible for Part B services in another state, and has a current IEP from that state, an ‘Open Eligibility’ record can be created in the web IEP and the student can bypass the Web IEP Child Find process.  Data will be collected during the add process to create the eligibility record.  The out of state IEP would be used to furnish the Eligibility information.

In this Move-In situation, an Interim IEP must be completed to place the student on Iowa Part B services, by completing Web IEP Pages A and F only.  The out of state IEP should be used as a guide to document the services described on Page F of the Interim.  Creation of Page F services will place this student on the ‘Student List’ of the service provider selected for the described service. 

Access to the ‘Move-In’ capability is controlled by electronic permission.
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
